Gail Ford, 135 N. Centre Street, had a question regarding EMS shared services. Borough is collecting 2.3 cents higher than what was approved and where is it being held for school taxes? There is a County error of $38,000. 

Mr. Malik, 606 W. Maple Avenue, requested that council allow him to sell his building, stating sick family, etc. Mayor North stated that there were 4 calls for no heat this weekend, Mayor donated parts to repair, steam was going into apartments that people lived in. Radiators were taken out of apartments. Boiler room was not properly locked. Will not allow the same type of owner to come back into 606. Hopes to have agreement within a week.
