To Fellow Council Members:
1. I hereby resign my position of Director, Department of Highways, effective immediately.
2. This resignation is tendered because, as demonstrated by the recent very wet fall and subsequent 100-year snowstorm, the Department is unable to provide the essential services of leaf removal and snow cleanup when such services require effort beyond the norm to complete.
a. The Department is unable to provide adequate service during unusually severe weather because of the severely deteriorated condition of the Department physical plant, particularly the lack of a functional, reliable front-end loader of adequate size.
b. During each of the past two budget cycles (2008 and 2009), I have requested funding to obtain a new front-end loader. I have also sounded the alarm about other Department equipment shortages / poor condition on occasion, to no avail.

3. As the current situation makes it impossible to satisfactorily fulfill the duties of Department Director, I cannot in good conscience continue to try.

4. I hereby resign my position of Director, Department of Sewer Utility, effective immediately.


5. This resignation is tendered because of the still-unresolved issues surrounding the protracted sewer outage of 2008 at my home, 28 S. Cove Road.
