A regular meeting of Borough Council was held at 7:30 PM, Monday, December 14, 2009. Mayor Frank M. North presided.  Pledge of Allegiance and Silent Prayer were observed.  Announcement was made that the meeting had been advertised in accordance with the regulations prescribed by the “Open Public Meetings Act”.

ROLL CALL:

ANNOUNCEMENT:  Mr. Brunton read a letter to Council resigning position as director of Highway and Director of Sewer Utility. 
Mayor response to Mr. Brunton’s letter was that the leaf machine was purchased 4 years ago. Mayor was not aware that this loader and leaf machine was in need of repairs.  Mr. Perno stated that a preventative maintenance program should be in place. Public Works has not spent the funds available for the last two years.  A deferred maintenance program is being set up and Mr. Brunton had approved. Management was not prepared.  Mayor stated that he will not tolerate the issues that we have had with the Public Works Superintendent this fall and winter. Discussion continued regarding leaves and snow removal.

Tom Evaul, 125 St. James Avenue, Snow comment, not very upset with Merchantville.  On December 14 purchased property on Park Ave.  What was the price?  $325,000 Was it appraised?  Yes.  Are we going to receive anything more from the purchase of the property?  The person selling the property will put in the foundation for the EMS building to be moved.  When will contract be completed? Do we have a contract with developer?  We will have a contract prior to sale of property?  How will we purchase this property?  As part of the Ordinance from last year for redevelopment?
